behind the mask

A new Collection Focus area presented by the Nerman Museum of Contemporary Art, “Contemporary American-Indian Art” opens this month at Johnson County Community College’s 
Regnier Center. The exhibition will feature more than 60 major works in myriad genres, including textiles, pottery, glass, sculpture, basketry and painting—all by leading Native American 
artists. Museum Director Bruce Hartman says this permanent installation will establish the college as one of the most important destinations nationally for viewing modern art crafted 
by Native American talent. Shown here, “Supernatural Bumble Bee” is a hand-painted, carved red cedar mask by George Hunt Jr. (also known as Kwakwaka’wakw). The 18-inch-tall 
masterpiece features hand-hammered copper, abalone inlays, rabbit fur and domestic feathers.
